WES PTA General Membership Meeting
January 19, 2012

Beth Satterfield, PTA President, called the meeting to order.

Mathnasium representatives conducted a drawing for $250 toward math tutoring.  There were two winners:  Tim Chadwick and Steve Sims.

Beth announced that the main order of business would be to vote on the amended budget.  She asked for Elizabeth to read the minutes from the previous meeting.  There was a motion and a second to adopt the minutes without reading.  The minutes were approved.

Membership:

Beth spoke for Nichelle Weintraub, VP Membership.  There is a membership drive going on for the second half of the year.  It’s not too late to join the PTA.  Beth urged everyone to ask friends or new parents to join.

Volunteer:

Jennifer Ellerbe, VP Parent Involvement, asked for additional parent volunteers for the following upcoming events:  International Night, Talent Show and Spring Carnival.  

Jen introduced Chetna Tailor the new chairperson for International Night.  Chetna has dubbed the event “I-Night.”  She said it will involve the following:  small world parade; int’l dance, music, plays, art; int’l food fest or dessert bar; and door prizes and raffle.  She asked for everyone to consider volunteering for the event in some form.  Before the event, volunteers will be needed to help make passports, set up booths, be their home country ambassador, create family poster about heritage and/or prepare or donate food.  She also needs volunteers during the event to help with all these items.

Fundraising:

Catherine Smith, VP Fundraising, gave updates on the progress of several fundraising events.  She reported approximate profits from fundraisers that have already taken place and the progress of merchant fundraising programs (exact dollar amounts can be seen on the budget spreadsheet):

Catherine announced a new chair for Box Tops, Leslie Blake.  They are planning to send out a flier about the Box Tops program in the Tuesday folders.  So far the box tops have brought in $800 for the school.  Parents and students have been doing a great job on this project, and she hopes for continued success.

Treasurer:

Kathy Cawley, PTA Treasurer, distributed the revised budget.  The main changes were to increase the smart board budget and the Talent Show budget.  Kathy reported that we started the current school year with a $30,000 surplus.  Some expenditures thus far include:  PTA web site “makeover”, in-ground soccer goals for the athletic field, fence extension along the street, permanent information sign in front of school, 3 smart boards (in addition to the ones the school purchased) and initial monies toward the school’s Master Plan.
Beth called for a vote on adopting the amended budget.  She asked first for any questions or discussion.  There was none.  There was a motion and second to adopt the amended budget as presented.  The vote in favor was unanimous.  The budget was passed.

Beth described what the program for the night would include.  She told those in attendance they now have the chance to see the how the smart boards work in certain classrooms.  The students are successfully being engaged in the learning process with the smart boards, and the goal is to have one in every classroom.  Also, the Math Club had set up several math games in the cafeteria for different grade levels to try.  Mathnasium was also conducting math related activities.

Beth introduced the representatives from Mathnasium.  They explained briefly how there programs worked and could benefit the students.  They offered a special deal – for everyone who signs up with them and mentions Weatherstone, Mathnasium will donate $10 back to our PTA.
